Driving Tips
•	Understand the Grid! Road names and numbers can be 

confusing.  Road names are based on the distance in miles 
from US 20 and State Road 9 (SR 9):

•	The East & West roads are east and west of SR 9. The 
North & South roads are north and south of US 20.

•	Use a Map! Make sure and get a printed map and assign a 
navigator to help enhance the experience.

•	Take it Slow! Watch for buggies, pedestrians and bicyclists 
on the roads. Some roads are bumpier than others and 
may be gravel, all of which require slower driving, but add 
to the cultural experience.

•	Stop and enjoy! You’ll pass by LOTS of great roadside 
stands, Amish Cottage shops and Barn Quilts, perfect for 
an Amish Country Adventure. Feel free to stop and re-start 
the audio anytime, even extending it over several days, so 
you can really enjoy.

•	Do the speed limit!  The audio tour is timed for you to 
follow the speed limit and with no buggies on the road. 
You might find you are ahead or behind the narrator, 
especially if you get behind a buggy or bike, but don’t get 
frustrated. Simply pause the recording until you get to the 
next turn and catch up.  

•	Plan! Store hours in Amish Country may vary. Amish- 
owned businesses have limited hours, are closed after 5 
and are closed on Sunday for them to be with their family.

About the Amish 
The Amish and Mennonite communities are devout, and every 
aspect of daily life is tied to their faith. Their goal is to live simple 
lives that focus on their family and community. Mennonites 
lives are based on the same religious doctrine, but they are 
more lenient regarding appearance and modern technology. 

The Amish choose to avoid most modern conveniences such 
as cars or phones and electricity inside their homes, although 
many now have phone booths outside their homes. Some 
Amish business owners use electricity inside their shops for 
things like card readers and registers, and some also use cell 
phones and computers in the running of their business, but all 
of these are kept separate from the Amish home.

The brand-new Amish Cottage Shops Trail will take you to 
over 120 backroads Amish cottage shops! 

Off the Beaten Path is where you’ll find hidden jewels like 
the Amish Beekeeper-owned “B Honey” for all your honey-
product needs. Or Silver Star, where you can find beautiful 
hand-crafted leather goods, or Owl Toy Craft for hand-made 
wooden toys. 

Excited to get started? Below you’ll find tips to remember while 
you’re out and about:

•	Most Amish businesses close at 5pm.

•	All Amish and Mennonite businesses are closed on Sundays.

•	Some Amish business owners only accept cash or check.

•	Many Amish are fine with having their pictures taken if it 
doesn’t show their face, but always ask first. 

•	Visit Menno-Hof Museum to learn about the Amish and their 
history.

What is a Barn Quilt?
LaGrange County’s newly expanded Barn Quilt Trail can 
now lead you to over 80 different Barn Quilts! 

Similar in design to traditional quilts, Barn Quilts are 
constructed using wood and painted with heirloom or newly 
designed quilt patterns chosen by the owner or artist. They 
are either a geometric pattern or a geometric pattern with 
an image in the center, such as a flower or horse. There are 
various sizes available, and the size chosen is determined 
by the size of the location where it will be displayed and 
how large it will need to be to be easily visible to passers-by. 
Barn Quilts adorn historic barns, family homesteads, Amish 
farms, and public spaces. 

The Barn Quilt history began nearly 300 years ago in 
central regions of Europe, and the tradition traveled here 
with early immigrants. They were quite common among the 
Pennsylvania Dutch, not only as expressions of family and 
place, but additionally they served as points of navigation 
for travelers.

Many Barn Quilt patterns tell stories about the family, 
history, and culture of the area. These prominently 
displayed, colorful designs are remarkable combinations of 
traditional art, history, and familial connection. Visitors love 
to seek out these wonders of classic woodcraft that continue 
a centuries- old public art tradition.

Today, quilters from around the world who travel to 
Shipshewana greatly enjoy finding their favorite patterns 
brought to life in different forms.

Bringing Barn Quilts to Life

The expansion of the number of Barn Quilts in LaGrange 
County is led by local artist Karen Weiland. When 
someone applies for a  Barn Quilt, Karen meets with 
them to determine location, size, pattern, and colors, 
and then Karen creates the piece in her home studio. The 
process requires exterior primer, painter’s tape, exterior 
latex paint in various colors, and small rollers or brushes. 
Karen recommends two coats of primer and three coats of 
latex paint (allow each layer to fully dry before applying 
another) to make your Barn Quilt bright and lasting. 
Karen custom makes Barn Quilts ask the  Visitors Center 
how to customize your own!

Roads Explained
Shipshewana county roads can be a little confusing! 

•	The county roads are based on the distance in miles from 
US 20 and State Road 9 (SR 9)

•	The East & West roads are east and west of SR 9

•	The North & South roads are north and south of US 20

•	Example:

•	200 North means 2 miles North of US 20, and 200 
South is 2 miles South of US 20. Same applies to East 
to West of SR 9.
